October 3, 1929 – January 24, 2024 

The Rev. Robert K. Brunk, a retired pastor of the Southwestern Pennsylvania Synod, died on January 24, 
2024. 

Pastor Brunk was born on October 3, 1929 in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania. He was the son of H. Edward Brunk, 
Sr. and Cornelia A. (Steeb) Brunk. Pastor Brunk received a B.S. Degree from the University of Pittsburgh in 
1951, and he received a B.D. from Chicago Lutheran Theological Seminary, Maywood, IL in 1954. 

Pastor Brunk was ordained by the Pittsburgh Synod, U.L.C.A., in Johnstown, PA on May 26, 1954.
